Visit to Metz, Saturday 8th May 2010
Here is a description of the guided tour to the city, which is on the doorstep of Luxembourg and is of great historical interest. See below for practical arrangements.

10.30H Arrival in Metz by train from Luxembourg main station (dep 9.35 arrival Metz 10.22) or own transport (large car park at station). Meet at the Railway Station in Metz with the English guide to start the tour. 

First, the Imperial District of the City, started in 1902, which is a magnificent example of German Town planning in the Belle Époque. Buildings in a wide variety of historic and then contemporary styles were constructed around the imposing Central Railway Station. The district is a candidate for listing as a UNESCO’s World Heritage site.

We visit the exterior of the Centre Pompidou-Metz (opening in May 2010)which is designed by architects Shugeru Ban and Jean de Gastines and has been acclaimed as a contemporary masterpiece.

12.30H – 14.15H: Lunch in a central restaurant, provisionally the Ville de Lyon (3 Course meal) 

14.15H- 16H: Visit the Ancient Citadel area. The site of the Citadel is remarkable for:

St. Etienne Cathedral built between 1220 and 1522, combining 2 churches. Its 6500 m2 of stained glass, installed between the 13th and 20th centuries (Chagall...), are an encyclopaedia of the art.

St. Pierre aux Nonnains (Abbey Church of 4th Century)


•
The Templar Chapel (12th C)
