Annual General Meeting
Minutes of meeting held on 26 April 2005
at the Brasserie Mansfeld, Luxembourg

Present: 
20 members plus 3 represented by proxy
1. Opening of meeting
It was agreed that Roderick Dunnett should act as Chairman of the Society’s first annual general meeting and Chris Sibson as Secretary. Henri Dupong and Chris Vigar were appointed as scrutineers.
The Chairman welcomed members to the meeting and introduced the inaugural committee. He gave a brief report on the Society’s activity during the first year since its creation as an ‘assocation sans but lucratif’ under Luxembourg law in April 2004. He thanked Henri Dupong for dealing with the registration procedure.
2. Financial accounts and audit
Unfortunately the Society’s Treasurer, Peter Munro, had been seriously ill and had been unable to prepare accounts and budget in time for the meeting. Giles Brandon, who had taken over the preparation of the accounts, reported that they would show a surplus which the Committee intended to use as working capital for the organisation of future events, which frequently required sums to be disbursed in advance. 
Income so far had consisted of subscriptions and a small surplus from the organisation of events in May (in conjunction with the London Business School alumni) and September (at the Château de Colpach).  Mr Kenneth Hay, a senior partner of Ernst & Young in Luxembourg, had kindly agreed to be nominated for appointment as Honorary Auditor.
The meeting agreed that the accounts for the 2004 financial year could be presented at an extraordinary meeting to be held on the occasion of a future society function.

3. Programme of events 

There would be three main events during the coming months:
· A dinner on June 1st at which the speaker would be Nancy Kenny, Secretary of the Oxford Society. The venue would be communicated to members in a forthcoming newsletter. 

· A talk on decision-making for business leaders to be given by Prof. Degraeve of the London Business School. This would take place at the European Investment Bank on June 8th. Details would be included in the newsletter.

· A concert on July 3rd at the church at Rindschleiden, near Insenborn (celebrated for its 15th and 16th century frescoes and dedicated to St Willibrord) followed by dinner at La Diligence, Arsdorf. The Art of Music, a choir specialising in medieval and renaissance choral music, would perform and there would be a guided tour of the church beforehand.
There would also be further functions in the autumn, including a concert.
